Let the pros teach you about the mechanics and 
interpretation of song.  This workshop teams a 
performer/singer with musical accompanist and 
teaches the art of musical ensemble featuring the 
most popular Broadway tunes.

Explore the various facets of theatrical comedy 
through improvisation, theatre games and scene 
study.  Your theater professional will tailor the 
worlds of sketch, clowning and physical comedy 
according to the group dynamic.
