Builtin 1768, it
stands as the only private home still standing in
Philadelphia that served as an official Underground
Railroad Station.

The Philadelphia African American Museum provides a
wonderful overview of the history and culture of African
American history in Philadelphia as well as extensive
works on the Underground Railroad.
